SUBJECT: DISCUSSION AND DIRECTION REGARDING AIRPORT NOISE
MONITORING AND NOISE REDUCTION PROGRAM

RECOMMENDED ACTION
Staff recommends that the City Council:

1. Discuss the status of the current airport noise monitoring and noise reduction program
implementation efforts and provide further direction to staff;

2. Review the noise monitoring system alternatives report by Brown-Buntin Associates, and
direct staff to proceed with the implementation of noise monitoring system Option #2 as
recommended by Brown-Buntin at the Livermore Airport. Option #2 is a permanent,
standard general-purpose noise monitoring system;

3. Discuss information related to the City’s ability to construct additional hangars and provide
direction to staff on the construction of additional hangars;

4. Review staff’s response to supplemental information previously requested by the City
Council on the noise reduction strategies used at the Naples Airport in Florida.

SUMMARY

Staff began developing a comprehensive noise monitoring and reduction program for the
Livermore Municipal Airport and provided its first progress report to Council on July 11, 2005.
Staff is herewith providing a second progress report on initial steps in implementing a noise
monitoring and reduction program. Staff is requesting direction on the installation of a noise
monitoring system in 2006. A noise monitoring alternatives report prepared by the City’s
consultant, Brown-Buntin, is recommending that Option #2, a permanent standard general-
purpose noise monitoring system be implemented at the Livermore Airport for a total equipment
capital cost of approximately $170,000. Additionally, information requested by Council
regarding the ability of the City to construct additional hangars in the short and intermediate
term, and information pertaining to the noise reduction strategies used at the Naples Airport is
provided.
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BACKGROUND

At its regular meeting on February 28, 2005, the City Council discussed principles for the
operation of the Livermore Municipal Airport and provided a series of directions to staff, as
listed in the attached Exhibit A.

At its July 11, 2005 meeting, the City Council reviewed staff’s first quarterly status report and
approved a motion that the cost of the airport noise monitoring system be split in equal shares
between the Airport enterprise fund and the City general fund; and, if any noise monitoring
stations are installed in the cities of Pleasanton or Dublin, that those cities would be requested to
contribute towards the cost of those monitoring stations.

Council directed staff to provide additional information related to:
1. On-going progress on the noise monitoring and reduction program
2. Noise monitoring system options and parameters
3. Hangar construction alternatives

4. The ban of Stage 2 jet aircraft at Naples Airport in Florida

DISCUSSION

Staff has been working on implementing Council’s directions in the order of objectives and
priorities listed below, and is forwarding additional information, as follows:

1. Status of airport noise monitoring and noise reduction program implementation

Improving noise complaint handling services at Livermore
Airport staff has already significantly enhanced its noise complaint handling services and added

new elements. As reported in July 2005, staff added a dedicated noise complaint phone line
(925-373-5050) and added a database link to the City web page that enables on-line submittal of
noise complaints. The database has been working very well since its inception on June 1, 2005.
Its multiple statistical reporting features can be utilized to monitor and report on the overall
success of the airport noise monitoring and noise reduction program.

Update of City’s Airport website
Staff recently completed a full update of the City’s Airport website and included a variety of

useful information for both pilots and residents. Although the Livermore Airport does not have
the sizeable noise impact areas (i.., residential land uses within the airport’s CNEL 65dB and
above noise contour) that Santa Monica and other highly noise sensitive airports have, many
elements of their focused complaint handling services and methods were considered by staff and
partially applied to the Livermore Airport website.
