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DRAFT MINUTES

Mayor Kamena opened this matter to the public.

Adrienne Smith, Livermore, said there is no cument airport noise abatement and Livermore
officials haven’t acknowledged the enormous amount of public testimony regarding current airport
plane and jet noise but claim they will monitor and mitigate future airport noise if expansion is
approved. She said the Police monitor Portola’s 35 mph speed limit but rarely issue tickets. She
said monitoring noise is equally useless; plane noise can’t be mitigated.

Wendy Weathers, Livermore, said the memo from the Airport Advisory Commission and a
remark in the LVK Transponder newsletter broke the spirit of what was intended on January 31
She said the principles do not have enough teeth and she presented recommendations from the
Scottsdale and the Santa Monica airports. She said a separate manager, reporting to the City
Council, is needed to monitor and implement things to reduce the noise; a policy on user fees is
needed; the City should stop taking FAA grant money; and there should be no airport growth.

Paul Weiss, Livermore, said he is on the waiting list for a small plane hangar and he would like
the expansion of small hangars for small planes to proceed as a quality of life issue for the growth
of a hobby that does not cost dollars or contribute significantly to noise issues. He said as long as
small hangars are being made, they are not encouraging the larger, noisier planes. He thinks
working with the Federal government and other airports is a good way to work for the future but
he does not think recreational flying and planes should be prohibited.

Dave Williams, Livermore, said he was diséppointed with the principles. He said the airport land

| “should be assessed, which would help the school district. He said about 187 recreational pilots

use the Livermore airport and about 185,000 people in the Valley are adversely affected by it. He
said the schools are under-funded and students test at 48 out of 50 states. He said the airport is
an obsolete nuisance. The area is serviced by three major interational airports, accessible by
ACE train or by BART. He said the airport land could be sold and the federal loans paid off to do
the most good for the most people in Livermore, Pleasanton and Dublin.

Dan Wong, Livermore, said he is a professional airport planner, serves on the FAA Airport
Compatibility Planning Committee and is the Chair of the American Planning Association’s
Airports Committee. He said the staff recommendations tended to be external and have no
relationship to the problem at hand. He said there seems to be a communication problem
between the City and the citizens. He said the FAA is changing its philosophy on airport
development and taking into account concems about land use outside as well as inside the airport
as part of their requirements for future airport grants. He said the airport must be more
compatible with the community.

Gene Wheeler, Livermore, said he would like to see education and disclosure in the principles.
Education would be for the pilots and people who use the airport and there is more that can be
done on a voluntary and positive leadership basis to mitigate noise. He said it is important to
continue to share what is going on with the public. He said that when he bought his house in
Livermore, there was an easement for a quarrying operation west of Isabel that allows noise, dust
and illumination and the disclosure states that Alden Lane Nursery is going to emit noise and dust
during the walnut harvesting and the noise level set by the City is 75 decibels. He said everybody
knows the staff has published information on the key flight routes into and out of Livermore and
the FAA has all the commercial jet routes into Oakland and San Francisco. It is information that
can be shared and it helps people to understand what is happening. He is distressed by the
absence of positive leadership for a win-win. The airport is an asset for business development.
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
